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This month I want to write 
about two matters. The first is 
that Don Malin and I  plan to 
facilitate a new small group  
beginning in January. We will 
be using the book, Broken 
Down House, written by Paul 
David Tripp. Think of doing 
substantial remodeling work 
on a house and living in the 
house while the remodeling is 
taking place. Now take that as 
an image of what is happening 
in your own life. The author 
applies Biblical principles to 
that process of spiritual 
change in your life while you 
are dealing with the day to 
day demands of living. The 
study, discussion, fellowship 
and prayer time will be appro-

priate for younger, older, cou-
ples or singles. We will meet 
on Wednesday evenings. The 
book will cost about $12. If 
you are interested please sign 
up so that we can have a book 
for you.

A second item is the The 
One Year Bible reading plan. 
You can purchase a new or 
used copy through Amazon in 
the English Standard Version, 
the New Living Translation or 
the New International Version.

The readings generally contain 
an Old Testament reading, a 
New Testament reading, a 
Psalm and a few verses from 
Proverbs. If you like you could 
read the Old Testament read-
ing and the short Proverbs 
passage, then the next year 
continue with the New Testa-
ment reading and the Psalm. If 
you have never read all the 
way through the Bible I want 
to encourage you to make this 
one of your goals. I plan to be 
preaching regularly from one 
of the passages read during 
the previous week.
