You probably can 
think of some foods that don’t 
mix well or some clothes that 
shouldn’t be worn together. 

Let me suggest that the 
words, “No, Lord,” don’t go 

together. How can we address 
Jesus as Lord, and in the same 
breath refuse what he com-
mands? Whether he is calling 
us to trust, serve, give, forgive, 
it is inappropriate to call him 
Lord without obeying him. 
Jesus himself made the point 
in Luke 6:45, “Why do you call 

me Lord, Lord, and not do 
what I tell you?” Even if we do 
not completely understand or 
cannot foresee the outcome, 
Jesus calls us to trust and 
obey. 

Remember the words that 
do not go together: “No, 
Lord.”
